4. FIRST AID MEASURES

Description of necessary first-aid measures

General Advice In case of doubt, or when symptoms persist, seek medical attention.
Never give anything by mouth to an unconscious person.

Inhalation: Remove to fresh air, keep patient warm and at rest. If breathing is irregular or has
stopped, administer artificial respiration. Give nothing by mouth. If unconscious place
in recovery position and seek medical advice

Eye Contact Remove contact lenses. Irrigate copiously with clean, fresh water for at
least ten minutes, holding the eyes apart, and seek medical advice.

Skin Contact Remove contaminated clothing. Wash skin thoroughly with soap and water
or use a proprietary skin cleanser. Do NOT use solvent or thinners.
Ingestion If accidentally swallowed, obtain immediate medical attention. Keep at rest.

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5. FIRE-FIGHTING MEASURES

Extinguishing media:  Use an extinguishing agent suitable for the surrounding fire.
Unsuitable extinguishing media: None known.

Recommendations: Fire will produce dense black smoke containing hazardous products of combustion
(see section 10). Exposure to decomposition products may be a hazard to health.
Appropriate self-contained breathing apparatus may be required. Cool closed
containers exposed to fire with water spray.

6. ACCIDENTAL RELEASE MEASURES

Exclude sources of ignition and ventilate the area. Exclude non-essential personnel. Avoid breathing vapours.

7. HANDLING AND STORAGE
